The label depicting the Japonica Blossom is 
designed by Rosa Purbrick, wife of chief wine 
maker at Tahbilk Winery (Alister Purbrick). I t’s 
a quality drop under the flag of Tahbilk.

Rightly evanescent, with a fine and persistent 
perlage. Pale straw yellow with greenish 
highlights. Intense, fruity with a rich scent 
of apple, lemon and grapefruit. It has 
pronounced aroma of wisteria in bloom and 
acacia flowers. It has a pleasantly acidity, 
fresh flavour. Full-bodied, it has a pleasant 
and harmonious taste characterist ic.

In the 
partnership, Merlot enhances the fruit flavours 
of the wine and gives a juicy mouthfeel , 
while Cabernet provides tannin, acidity 
and dark fruit flavours. The end result is a 
medium to full bodied wine that has it all! –
